BETWEEN PAGANIZM AND CHRISTIANITY:
CHAMBER BURIALS IN THE EMPIRE OF FRANKS,
HEDEBU AND STARAYA LADOGA

Annotation: The article examines the issue of the rite of burial in cells as a transitional stage
from paganism with the rite of cremation to Christian burial rites. A hypothesis is considered
about the borrowing of this burial rite by the Scandinavians of Jutland and the Rus from the
Franks, where a similar rite existed in the Merovingian era. Persecutions of the pagan burial
rite of cremation among the Frisians and Saxons led to the appearance of inhumations among
these peoples, conquered by the Franks, in chambers under the mounds. From them, the burial
ceremony in the chambers could be perceived by the Danes of Jutland and could penetrate into
North-West Russia with the Danes of Rurik, who spent about 70 years on the territory of the
Frankish empire according to the hypothesis of the identity of Rurik and Rurik of Friesland.
